The Greek OT was written from -284-140 BC and -predominantly- used for ~550-650 yrs.. IESOUS' apostles handed us the Bible down in -ONE- single lang-
uage, consisting of the Greek Old and New Testament. The Hebrew OT was only 'reactivated' and popularized amongst 'Christians’ after the Catholic Church
introduced it through Jerome in 405 AD. Written originally in Greek: Codex Alexandrinus, Sinaiticus, Vaticanus; Translated from Greek: Gothic; Vetus Latina.

~120-180 AD || Rabbi Akiva organized the Proto-Masoretic Text / Modern Hebrew Bible. He and his scribes manipulated 64% of the
genealogies and shrunk the messianic timeline by ~1500 years, watered down prophecies pointing to IESOUS, concealed Cain's sin, et al.
