gods' are most often material and visible gods, located on high places (mountain and hills), and are described through altars, asheran poles,
stone pillars (stelas), molten objects (choneutous), idols (eidola), consisting of wood and stone, covered with silver or gold, and can neither see nor hear.

gods'are surprisingly also real spirtual beings (Angels who rebelled against THEOS as seen in Psa 97:7; Sons of THEOS; THEOS' council).
They are inferior to THEOS (Exo 18:11, 2Chr 2:5), existed before the fall (Gen 3:5) and had been judged and punished by THEOS (Exo 12:12, Psa 82:1).
They are also called ‘demons’ (Deu 32:17, Psa 96:5) and 'new gods) making them clearly limited in time.

gods' can also in some cases refer to celestial gods; e.& the worship of the sun, moon (Deu 17:3).
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
