THEOS first, beauty second and with
self-effacement. THEOS is not against

beauty - He is against (public) sensuality.

Time, energy and money spent on Kingdom
purpose should far outweigh that spent on
outward appearance.

1Pet 3:3 and 1 Tim 2:9-10 are not literal prohi-
bitions. IESOUS does not forbid us to have a
beautiful appearance ... or to work for a living
(Joh 6:27) or to eat and drink (Rom 14:17-18].

IESOUS used the same speech pattern for all
three examples. Of course you should work for
food or aim for a beautiful appearance, but not
as a top priority.

1. The nakedness must be covered.
We must not show our nakedness
to any person except our spouse.

2. The sexual parts must not be
sensually accented.

3. The attire must not be extravagant.

Clothing in church.

The Bible is vage, but indicates to not wear
everyday clothing and to conduct proper
hygiene before entering a church.

Clothing should not manipulate you
or others.

Flip flops, yoga pants, short skirts, push-ups
or deep necklines should not be seen in church,
nor should be the norm outside the church.

Clothing and food should already satisfy
us.

Clothing is usually also an expression
of our gender.

Be modest. Be without vanity and
decent in your character and attire.

Self-control is among the
fruit of the SPIRIT.

A believer's body is holy.

Men (or women) are responsible to take
every thought captive.

But women (or men) need to know that
if they, in immodesty, wound the con-
science of their brothers (or sisters),
they also sin against CHRISTOS.

Scripture

Let your adornment not be the external kind, braiding hair and put-
ting on gold jewelry or putting on fine clothing,
but the hidden person of

the heart, with the imperishable quality of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is
highly valuable in the sight of THEOS.

... the women should adorn themselves in appropriate clothing, with modesty
and self-control, not with braided hair and gold jewelry or pearls or
expensive clothing,

but with good deeds
which are fitting for women who profess piety.

And KYRIOS said to Moses, “Go to the people and consecrate them today and
tomorrow.

And Joshua said to the people [in a specific context, but valid principle],
“Sanctify yourselves, because tomorrow KYRIOS will do wonders in your
midst.”

David stood up from the ground and washed and anointed himself and
changed his clothing. Then he went to the house of KYRIOS and worshiped,
and he went to his own house.

My brothers, do not hold your faith ... with partiality. For if someone enters into
your assembly in fine clothing with a gold ring on his finger, and a poor person
in filthy clothing also enters, and you look favorably on the one wearing the
fine clothing and you say, “Be seated here in a good place,” and to the poor
person you say, “You stand or be seated there by my footstool,” have you not
made distinctions among yourselves and become judges with evil thoughts?

And Jacob made a vow saying, “If THEOS will be with me and protect me on
this way that I am going, and gives me food to eat and clothing to wear, and if I
return in peace to the house of my father, then KYRIOS will become my THEOS.

Because of this I say to you: Do not be anxious in your soul, what you might eat
or what you might drink. Nor for your body, what you might wear. Is not the
soul more than food, and the body than clothing?

Who will separate us from the love of CHRISTOS? Will affliction or distress or
persecution or hunger or lack of sufficient clothing or danger or the sword?

But if we have food and clothing, with these things we will be content.

adornment that are extravagant or costly, or sexually enticing. Modesty is humility ex-
pressed in dress. It is a desire to serve others - particularly men - not promoting or pro-
voking sensuality. Modesty is a choice you make. Immodesty is more than a wearing a
short skirt or low-cut top. It is the act of drawing onto attention to yourself. It is pride on
display by what you wear. Self control is in a word restraint - for the purpose of purity,
for the purpose of exalting THEOS and not ourselves. That's the hallmark of a pious
women's dress.
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
