The Good Message - Evangelium essentially implies the first 4 books of the New Testament. After the prophet Samuel intro-
duced this term in a lesser context, it became in the New Testament the realization of what was prophesied already centuries 
before through the prophets. IESOUS CHRISTOS, the creator of the world we live in, came to dwell with us after He had been 
born of a virgin, and then lived a perfect life and died as the only acceptable and perfect sacrifice. The purpose of the Good 
Message is to free us from sin and put us in right standing with THEOS.

The translation 'Good Message' or 'Good News' traces its roots from 'Evangelium', from the Greek (G2098; ΕΥΑΓΓΕΛΙΟΝ, 
euangelion; composed of the two words G2095 'eu' = good, well; and of G32 'aggelos' = angel, messenger), which is men-
tioned 1x in the Greek Old Testament (1Sam 4:10 below), and 76x in the Greek New Testament.

The verb ΕΥΑΓΓΕΛΙΖⲰ (G2007; euaggelizo, translated with 'to bring Good News', or 'to preach Good Tidings') 
occurs 22x in the Greek Old Testament and 54x in the Greek New Testament.

Very important: We should not use and indeed strictly avoid the word 'Gospel', 
which is composed of the extra-biblical name 'G-d' (from the people of the 'Goth(s)) 

and of the term 'Spell' (Words or a formula supposed to have magical powers).

And the Angel answered and said to him, “I am Gabriel, who stands in the presence 
of THEOS, and I was sent to speak to you and to announce to you this Good News.

For if the one who comes proclaims another IESOUS whom we have not proclaimed, 
or you receive a different spirit which you did not receive, or a different Good Message 
which you did not accept, you put up with it well enough!

... we have reached even as far as you with the Good Message of CHRISTOS, not 
boasting beyond limits in the labors of others, but having hope that as your faith 
is growing to be enlarged greatly by you according to our assignment, so that we 
may proclaim the Good Message in the regions that lie beyond you, and not boast 
in the things accomplished in the area assigned to someone else.

... after we had already suffered and been mistreated in Philippi, just as you know, 
we had the courage in our THEOS to speak to you the Good Message of THEOS amid 
much opposition.

Therefore, do not be ashamed of the testimony about our KYRIOS, nor me His prisoner, 
but suffer along with me for the Good Message, according to the power of THEOS ...

The Good Message 
veiled to unbelievers.

But if indeed our Good Message is veiled, it is veiled among those who are perishing, 
among whom the god of this age [Satan] has blinded the minds of the unbelievers, 
so that they would not see the light of the Good Message of the glory of CHRISTOS, 
who is the image of THEOS.
