The 'Prayer of Salvation / Sinner's Prayer’ can be a rudimentary tool to draw people closer to THEOS, but remember
that the Bible does not teach us this man-made prayer, and that Salvation implies ALL of the follow steps :

1

Believing in IESOUS,
being the SON of the FATHER.

Believing in IESOUS' resurrection.

Repenting from being a sinner.

Confessing with your mouth.

Being baptized in the FATHER,
the SON and the HOLY SPIRIT.

Baptism is a requirement for becoming part
of the ultimate Kingdom of THEOS and for re-
ceiving the gift of the HOLY SPIRIT. Baptism
can follow a Past Salvation, but is essential
for a Future Salvation.

While baptism is necessary for Future Sal-
vation, it is not the actual act of baptism that
saves us, but principally His grace and our
belief & faith.

Developing faith
(belief merging in works).

The one who believes in the SON has eternal life, but the one who disobeys
the SON will not see life - but the wrath of THEOS remains on him.

“.. whoever hears my word and believes Him who sent me has eternal life
and will not be judged but has crossed over from death to life.

“Believe in KYRIOS IESOUS, and you will be saved ...

If you confess with your mouth, “IESOUS is KYRIOS,” and believe in your heart
that THEOS raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.

“I am the resurrection and the life. The one who believes in me, even if he
dies, will live, and everyone who lives and believes in me will never die for-
ever. Do you believe this?”

Since then, IESOUS began to proclaim and to call: "Repent, for the Kingdom
of the Heavens has drawn near."

I tell you, no! But unless you repent, you too will all perish.

THEOS, be merciful to me, a sinner!’ I tell you, this man went down to his
house justified [...] the one who humbles himself will be exalted.

If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and
purify us from all unrighteousness.

If you declare with your mouth, “IESOUS is KYRIOS,” [...] you will be saved.
[...] it is with your mouth that you profess your faith and are saved.

When IESOUS was answering, He said to him [John]: "Yield now, for thus

it is appropriate for us to fulfill all justification." Then he yielded to Him. And
having been baptized, IESOUS ascended immediately from the water. And be-
hold, the Heavens were opened [to Him]. And He beheld the SPIRIT of THEOS
descending as a dove and coming upon Him. And behold, a voice was speak-
ing out of the Heavens: "This is my SON, the Beloved in whom I delight."

The one who believes is baptized will be saved, but the one who refuses
to believe will be condemned.

IESOUS answered, “Truly, truly I say to you, unless someone is born of water
SPIRIT, he is not able to enter into the Kingdom of THEOS.

“Each of you must repent of your sins and turn to THEOS, and be baptized
in the name of IESOUS CHRISTOS for the forgiveness of your sins. Then you
will receive the gift of the HOLY SPIRIT.

IESOUS replied, “Very truly I tell you, no one can see the Kingdom of THEOS unless they are born again.

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will be the status conferred by IESOUS in the courtroom = on Judgment Day. While the overwhelming majority of scholars teach

that Justification is a one-time action, the chapter 'Final Justification' at the end of this study clearly proves that there are two
dimensions to Justification. It would actually be a surprise to find anything one-dimensional in the Bible, but our tendencies

for over-simplification have sadly prevailed in today's teachings.

His resurrection brought the grace
for Justification from past sins.

For His sun rises upon evil and good ones, and it rains on just and unjust.

Therefore let it be known to you, men and brothers, that through this one
forgiveness of sins is proclaimed to you [forgiveness from past sins; from
future sins upon respective repentance without sacrifice], and from all
the things from which you were not able to be justified by the law of Moses,
by this one everyone who believes is justified!

But now, apart from the law, the righteousness of THEOS has been revealed
[...] the righteousness of THEOS through faith in IESOUS CHRISTOS to all who
believe. [...] all have sinned and fall short of the glory of THEOS, being justified
as a gift by His grace, through the redemption which is in CHRISTOS IESOUS,
whom THEOS made publicly available as the mercy seat through faith in His
blood, for a demonstration of his righteousness, because of
,in the forbearance
of THEOS, for the demonstration of his righteousness in the present time, so
that he should be just and the one who justifies the person by faith in IESOUS.
[...] For we consider a person to be justified by faith apart from the
. [this verse speaks against only and not against
; Luther interpolated 'by faith ALONE' and caused a scan-
dal which continues today through the heretical reductionism of salva-
tion to 'Faith / Grace Alone' while mostly ignoring the 7 above mention-
ed steps contributing to Past Salvation]

Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with THEOS through our
KYRIOS IESOUS CHRIST: by whom also we have access by faith into this grace
wherein we stand [...] while we were still sinners, CHRISTOS died for us. There-
fore, by much more, being justified by His
blood, we saved through Him from the wrath. For if, while we were
enemies, we were reconciled to THEOS through the death of his SON, by

Following IESOUS requires to believe IESOUS, and believing IESOUS and faith leads to proclaiming IESOUS.
Consequently, a privatized faith in a resurrected CHRISTOS is practically inconceivable.

Authority to become children of THEOS.

Putting your family & everything else
second to THEOS.

Denying even yourself / losing part
of your former life.

Following Him in His example to make
disciples.

The most visible expression of following
IESOUS, is to partake in Communion and
to remember His death and resurrection.
More importantly and sadly often denied,
Communion is actually a requirement for
Eternal Life.

Sanctification means 'holiness’. To sanctify, therefore, means to make holy, to purify to gold, to strengthen and to perfect.

But as many as received Him [past tense = being born again]- to those who
believe [Present tense] in His name - he gave to them authority to become
children of THEOS [Authority is effective, however, only insofar as it is
exercised].

If anyone comes to me and does not hate [= putting them second] father
and mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters - yes, even their own life -
such a person cannot be my disciple. And whoever does not carry their cross
and follow me cannot be my disciple.

Then He said to them all: “Whoever wants to be my disciple must deny
themselves and take up their cross daily and follow me. For whoever wants
to save their life will lose it, but whoever loses their life for me will save it.

And He said to them: "Go follow me and I will make you fishers of men."

And having left immediately the nets, they followed Him. And having ad-
vanced from there, He noticed two other brothers: James of Zebedee and John
his brother; in the boat with Zebedee their father; setting up their nets. And He
called them. And having left immediately the boat and their father, they
followed Him.

But IESOUS said to him: "Follow me and leave the dead to bury their
dead."

And whoever is not attaining his cross and is following after me, is not
worthy of me.

My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me.

Then IESOUS said to them, “Truly, truly I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of
the SON of man and drink his blood, you do not have life in yourselves! The one
who eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up
on the last day. For my flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink. The one
who eats my flesh and drinks my blood resides in me and I in him.

Every Christian - if allowing the HOLY SPIRIT to do so- is being perfected in the image of IESOUS in a lifelong process.

The effective work of the HOLY SPIRIT
in and through us is a fundamental part
of Sanctification.

Obedience is key to Sanctification.

Persistence is key to Sanctification.

Sanctification does not only include,
but actually requires Works of Faith.

Although believers have been thoroughly
cleansed, they can still be defiled through
sin on their pathway. Their earthly life is
affected by their sinful flesh.

Although we entered into the promise
upon Past Salvation, we ought to fully
claim the promise by undergoing a suc-
cessful Sanctification - in a similar way
the Israelites had to claim the Promised
Land by experientially occupying it,
while overcoming battles and war-
fares.

We know that we are heading for
Eternity if we go through the kind of
Sanctification where THEOS disci-
plines us from time to time.

... open their eyes and turn them from darkness to light, and from the power
of Satan to THEOS, so that they may receive forgiveness of sins and a place
among those who are sanctified by faith in me.

... now present your members as slaves to Righteousness leading to Sancti-
fication.

... S0 that the nations might become an offering acceptable to THEOS,
sanctified by the HOLY SPIRIT.

But we ought to give thanks to THEOS always concerning you, brothers
dearly loved by KYRIOS, because THEOS has chosen you as first fruits for

, for
which purpose he called you through our Good Message for the obtaining
[= the process] of the glory of our KYRIOS IESOUS CHRISTOS. So then,
brothers, stand firm and hold fast to the traditions which you were taught,
whether by spoken word or by letter from us. Now may our KYRIOS IESOUS

If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us.

My servant Moses is dead. Get up and cross the Jordan, you and all this
people, into the land that I am giving to them [Promise], to the Israelites.

Every place that the soles of your feet will tread [action], I have given
it to you [= legal ownership after actionl], as I promised to Moses.

... Joshua was old [...] and KYRIOS said to him, “You are old and advanced
in years, and very much of the land remains to be possessed [more action
required].

The one who overcomes will [fully] inherit these things [no inheritance for
those who do not overcome], and I will be his THEOS and he will be my son.

... we are being disciplined ... that we might not be condemned with the
world.

But if you are without discipline, in which all legitimate sons have become
participants, then you are illegitimate and not sons. [...] later it yields the
peaceful fruit of Righteousness for those who are trained by it.

tion, but in fact will not inherit Future nor Eternal
Salvation, if he or she does not have enough faith
(oil) in their lamp, meaning that this person did

not undergo a successful Sanctification.

The term 'Righteous Judgment'
(dikaiokrisia) occurs only once in the
entire New Testament, in Romans 2:5.
The term itself makes it clear that there
will be a judgment directly related to
Righteousness and Justification, and
that both terms do not only have a

past application.

Strong's G1341, AIKAIOKPICIA, dikaiokrisia,
From G1342 and G2920; a just sentence: -
righteous judgment.

Differentiation between Past and Future

James 2:22 shows us that works (and
faith) -logically following the moment
of being born again- lead us to the fu-
ture aspect of Justification, namely
Final Justification.

No condemnation for true believers.

Justification through the grace of IESOUS
CHRISTOS and also by our works of faith.

But because of your stubbornness and unrepentant heart, you are storing
up for yourself wrath in the day of wrath and of

, who will reward each one according to his works:
to those who, by perseverance in good work, seek glory and honor and im-
mortality, eternal life, but to those who act from selfish ambition and who
disobey the truth, but who obey unrighteousness, wrath and anger. There
will be affliction and distress for every human being who does evil, of the
Jew first and of the Greek, but glory and honor and peace to everyone who
does good, to the Jew first and to the Greek.

And I say to you, that every idle word men will speak, they will give an
account concerning it on a day of judgment.

For it is not the hearers of the law who are righteous before THEOS, but
the doers of the law who
justified.
May it never be! But let THEOS be true but every human being a liar, just
as it is written, “In order that you
justified in your words, and may pre-
vail when you are judged.”

... we have believed in CHRISTOS IESOUS so that we justified by
faith in CHRISTOS and not by the Works of the Law, because by the Works
of the Law no human being justified. But if justi-
fied by CHRISTOS , we ourselves also have been found to
be sinners, then is CHRISTOS an agent of sin? May it never be! For if I build
up

these things which I destroyed, I show myself to be a transgressor. For
through the law I died to the law, in order that I might live to THEOS.

Consequently, there is now no condemnation for those who are in
CHRISTOS IESOUS. For the law of the SPIRIT of life in CHRISTOS IESOUS
has set you free from the law of sin and death.

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The most important age in the life of a human is the Age of Accountability of 20 years, when a person is not saved anymore
by default, but is responsible for his or her own salvation. What seems to be a new concept, is easily derived from the follow-
ing Bible passages and from the importance of the number 20, which is a number that stands for a complete or perfect wait-
ing period. The term "twenty years old' is found 32 times in the Bible (highly overproportional compared to other ages; only
the numbers of 1/2/3/7 years appear more often; see also the addendum with a detailed analysis), clearly underlining the
importance of this age. (» seealso study 'Biblical Age Groups' with a detailed understanding of specific ages)

Age of manhood / womanhood / matu-
rity. Children, who will have died before
the age of 20 will experience salvation,
because they could not yet know 'good
or bad'.

If THEOS excluded in 1446 BC children
under the age of 20 from condemnation,
then He will most certainly do so after
the First Coming of IESOUS CHRISTOS.

It would be abstruse to assume the con-
trary - to assume that innocent children
would go into condemnation.

The mandatory enlistment in the an-
cient Israelite army started only with
the age 20, in order to protect from
possible death those who would only
in a few years multiply their families
and provide the next generation(s).
