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It happened at the time of Solomont’s old age that
his wives quided his heart after other gods, and
his heart was not fully with KYRIOS his THEOS
asthe heart of David his father had been.

88 And he had commanded him concerning this
matter not to go after other gods, but he did not
keep that which KYRIOS commanded.

89 And the king had decided, so he made two golden
calves and he said to them, “You have been going
up to Jerusalem long enough; here are your gods,
0 Israel, who brought you up from the land of

qypt.”
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But you did more evil than all who were before
you. You have gone and made for yourself other
gods and molten idols to provoke me, but me you
have completely disregarded.

91 Then Jezebel sent a messenger to Elijah, saying,
“Thus may the gods do to me, and may they add
to it, surely at this time tomorrow I will make
yourlife as the life of one of them!”

‘Then Ben-Hadad sent to him and said, “Thus
may the gods do to me and thus may they add if
the dust of Samaria is sufficient for the hollow of
ahand for all of the people who are at my feet.”
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93 Then Naaman said, “If not, then please let a
load of soil on a pair of mules be given to your
servants, for your servant will never again bring
abumnt offering and sacrifice to other gods, but
only to KYRIOS.

94 Now this happened because the Israelites had
sinned against KYRIOS their THEOS when he
brought them up from the land of Eqypt from
under the hand of Pharaoh the king of Egypt
and they feared other gods.
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Yet every nation was making their gods, and they
put thern in the shrine of the high places that the
Samaritans had made, every nation in their cities
in which they were living.

96 The Arvites made Nibhaz and Tartak; the
Sepharvites were burning their children in
the fire to Adrammelech and Anammelech
the gods of Sepharvaim.

97 KYRIOS they were fearing, but their gods they
were serving, according to the customs of the
nations from which they were deported.

98  KYRIOS had made a covenant with them and
commanded them, “You shall not fear other god,
nor shall you bow down to them, nor shall you
serve them, nor shall you sacrifice to them.

99 The statutes, the decisions, the law, and the
commands that He wrote to you, you shall
observe to do always, and you shall not
fear other gods.

100 The covenant that have made with you, you
shall not forget, and you shall not fear other gods.

101 Did the gods of each of the nations ever rescue
theland from the hand of the king of Assyria?

102 Where are the gods of Hamath and Arpad? Where
are the gods of Sepharvaim, Hena, and Ivvah? For
did they rescue Samaria from my hand?

103 Who among all of the gods of the countries
have rescued their countries from my hand that
KYRIOS should rescue Jerusalem from my hand?’

104 Did the gods of the nations that my predecessors
destroyed deliver them? Not Gozan, Haran, Re-
zeph, nor the children of Eden who were in Tel
Assar.

105 He has hurled their gods in the fire because they
are not gods, but the work of the hands of a
human made of wood and stone, so they
destroyed them.
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. because they have abandoned me and they
have burned incense to other gods, provoking
me to anger with all of the works of their hands.
‘My wrath shall be kindled against this place and
not be quenched.”

107 But they transgressed against the THEOS of
their ancestors and prostituted themselves after
the gods of the peoples of the land, whom THEOS
had destroyed before them.

108 And they put his weapons in the temple of their
gods, and they fastened his skull to the temple of
Dagon.

109 And they abandoned their gods there. And David
commanded, and they were burnt with fire.

110 For KYRIOS is great and greatly praised,
and He s fearful above all the gods.

For all the gods of the nations are idols, but
[KYRIOS made the heavens.
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And the house that I am building will be great,
for our THEOS is greater than all gods.

113 “But if you turn yourselves away and forsake my
ordinances and my commandments which I have
given before you all and will go and serve other
gods and bow down to them ...

114 Then they will say, ‘Because they forsook KYRIOS,
the THEOS of their ancestors, who brought them
out from the land of Eqypt, and they laid hold of
other gods and worshiped them and served them.
Therefore he has brought upon them all this evil.’
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And it happened that after Amaziah came back
from killing the Edomites, he brought the gods of
the sons of Seir, and he stood them up for himself
as gods and bowed down before them and made
smoke offerings for them.

116 So KYRIOS became very angry with Amaziah and
sent a prophet to him, and he said to him, “Why
have you sought the gods of the people who could
not deliver their own people from your hand?”
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But Amaziah did not listen, for it was from
THEOS that he might give them into the hand of
enemies, because they sought the gods of Edom.

He sacrificed to the gods of Damascus that had
defeated him and said, “Because the gods of the
king of Aram helped them, T will sacrifice to them
so that they will help me.” But they were a
disaster to him and to all Israel.

119 And in every city of Judah he made high places
to burn incense to other gods, and he provoked
[KYRIOS, the THEOS of his ancestors, to anger.
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120 Do you not know what I have done, I and my
ancestors, to all the peoples of the lands? Were the
gods of the nations of all the lands at all able to
save their land from my hand?

121 Who among all the gods of those nations whom
my ancestors utterly destroyed was able to save
his people from my hand, that your THEOS will
be able to save you from my hand?

122 And he wrote letters to treat KYRIOS the THEOS
of Israel with contempt and spoke against him,
saying, “As the gods of the nations of the earth
who did not save their people from my hand,
so likewise the THEOS of Hezekiah will not
save his people from my hand.”

123 And they spoke about the THEOS of Jerusalem
as about the gods of the peoples of the earth,
the works of the hands of humankind.

124 And he removed the foreign gods and the
carved image from the house of KYRIOS and
all the altars which he built on the mountain
of the house of KYRIOS and in Jerusalem,
and he threw them outside the city.

125 ... because they have abandoned me and
burned incense to other gods so as to provoke
me to anger with all the works of their hands.
And mywrath will be poured out on this place
and it will not be quenched.

126 And Cyrus the king brought out the objects of
the house of KYRIOS that Nebuchadnezzar had
brought from Jerusalem and placed in the house
of his gods.

127 THEOS stands in the divine assembly; he
administers Judment in the midst of the gods.

128 They go about in the darkness, so that all the
foundations of the earth are shaken. I have said,
“You are gods, and sons of the MOST HIGH, all of
you. However, you will dielike men, and you will
Jall ke oneofthe princes.”

129 There is none like you among the gods,
OKYRIOS, and there are no works like yours.

0 For KYRIOS is great and very worthy of praise;
heis fearful above all gods.
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131 Forall the gods of the peoples are demons,
but KYRIOS made the heavens.

132 Letall who serve an image be ashamed, those
‘who boast about idols. Worship him, all you
angels.

133 Foryou, 0 KYRIOS, are MOST HIGH over all the
earih. You are highly exalted above all gods.

4 For I know that KYRIOS is great, and our KYRIOS
is greater than all gods.

135 Give thanks to the THEOS of theon [gods],
for his loyal love endures forever:
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6 . lest Hezekiah mislead you, saying, 'KYRIOS will
save us!” Did the gods of the nations each save his
land from the hand of the king of Assyria?

137 Where are the gods of Hamath and Arpad? Where
are the gods of Sepharvaim? Indeed, have they
delivered Samaria from my hand?

138 Who are there among all the gods of these
countries who have saved their land from my
hand, that KYRIOS should save Jerusalem from
my hand?”””
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Did the gods of the nations that my predecessors
destroyed deliver them - Gozan, Haran, Rezeph,
and the sons of Eden who were in Telassar?

140 toset their gods in the fire, for they were not gods,
but the work of human hands, wood and stone,
and they destroyed them.

141 .. tell us the things coming hereafter; that we may
know that you are gods. Indeed, do good or do
evil, that we may be afraid and see together.

142 They shall turn back; they shall be greatly
ashamed, those who trust in an image, who
say to a cast image, “You are our gods.”
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And Iwill pass my Judments on them because
of all their wickedness in that they have forsaken
me, and they made sacrifices to other gods, and

they bowed in worship to the works of their hands.

144 Has a nation exchanged gods? And they are not
gods! But my people have exchanged their glory
for that which does not profit.

145 But where are your gods that you made for
yourself? Let them arise if they can save you in
the time of your trouble. For according to the
number of your towns are your gods, 0 Judah.

146 “How can I forgive you? Your children have
forsaken me, and they have sworn by those
who are not gods. But I fed them to the full,
and they committed adultery, and flocked
to the house of a prostitute.

147 And then, when you people say, ‘Why has KYRIOS
our THEOS done all of these things to us?’ Then
you will say to them, As you have forsaken me
‘and have served gods of a foreign land in your
land, so will you serve strangers in a land that
does not belong to you."

148 .. you do not oppress the alien, the orphan, and
the widow, you do not shed innocent blood in this
place, and you do not go after other gods to your
harm..

149 Will you steal? Will you murder? And will you
commit adultery? And will you swear falsely? And
will you make a smoke offering to the Baal? And
will you go after other gods whom you have not

150  The children are gathering wood, and the
athers are kindling the fire, and the women are
kneading dough to make sacrificial cakes for the
hosts of heaven, and they pour out libations to
other gods for the sake of provoking me to anger.

151 They have turned back to the iniquities of their
former ancestors, who refused to obey my words,
and they have gone after other gods,to serve
them. The house of Israel and the house of Judah
have broken my covenant that I made with their
ancestors.”

152 Then the cities of judah and the inhabitants of
Jerusalem will go and cry out to the gods to whom
they are making smoke offerings, but they will
certainly not save them in the time of their
trouble.
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For the number of your towns are your gods, 0
Judah, and the number of the streets of Jerusalem
are the altars you have set up to the shameful
things, to make smoke offerings to Baal.

154 This evil people, who refuse to listen to my words,
who go in the stubbornness of their hearts, and
have gone after other gods, to serve them, and to
bow inworship to them, let them be like this
loincloth which is not good for anything.
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Then you shall say to them, ‘Because your
ancestors have forsaken me; declares KYRIOS,
‘and they have gone after other gods, and they
have served them, and they have bowed down
inworship to them, and they have forsaken me,
and they have not kept my laws.
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Sowill throw you from this land to the land that
‘you have not known, you or your ancestors, and
there you will serve other gods day and night, for
Lwill not show you favor.
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Can a human make for himself gods? Yet they
are not gods!”

158 Because they have forsaken me, and they have
is place, and they hav
offerings in it to other gods whom they have not
known, they, nor their ancestors, nor the kings of
Judah, and they have filled up this place with the
blood of the innocent ...

159 And the houses of Jerusalem and the houses of
the kings of Judah will be unclean like the place.
of Topheth, all the houses where they made
smoke offerings upon their roofs to all the host
of heaven, and where they poured out libations
to other gods.”

160 Then they will answer, ‘Because they abandoned
the covenant of KYRIOS their THEOS, and bowed
down in worship to other gods, and served them.

161 .. and you must not go after other gods to serve

them, and to bow in worship to them, and you
must not provoke me to anger with the work of
‘your hands, then Iwill not do something bad to
you.
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And the Chaldeans, who are fighting against this
city, will come and set this city on fire, and they
will burn it, and the houses where they have
made smoke offerings on their roofs to Baal, and
where they have devoted libations to other gods,
in order to provoke me to anger.

163 And I have sent to you all my servants the
prophets, I have sent them over and over again,
saying, “Turn back please each one from his evil
way, and amend your deeds, and you must not go
after other gods to serve them, so that you may
live on the land that I gave to you and to your
ancestors.’ But you did not incline your ear and
you did not listen to me.

164 Then he wil kindle a fire in the temples of the
gods of Eqypt, and he will burn them and take
them captive. And he will wrap up the land of
Eqypt just as the shepherd wrap up his cloak.
And he will go forth from there in peace.
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And he will break the stone pillars of Heliopolis,
which is in the land of Eqypt. And he will burn
the temples of the gods of Eqypt with fire.”

166 ... because of their wickedness that they
committed to provoke me to anger by going to
‘make smoke offerings, serving other gods whom
they had not known, neither they, you, or your
ancestors.

167 But they did not listen and they did not incline
their ears to turn back from their wickedness, to
not make smoke offerings to other gods.

168 .. provoking me to anger with the works of your
hands, to make smoke offerings to other gods in
the land of Eqypt where you have come to dwell
asaliens s0.s tocutoffyourselves, and so that
you are by
among all the nations of the earth?

169 Then all the men who knew that their wives were
‘making smoke offerings to other gods, and all the
women who stood by, a great assembly, and all
the people who lived in the land of Eqypt in
Pathros, answered Jeremiah, saying,

170 KYRIOS of hosts, the THEOS of Israel, said,
“Look, I am going to punish Amon of Thebes,
and Pharaoh, and Eqypt, and her gods, and her
kings, even Pharaoh and those who trust in him.

171 And I will cause to disappear for Moab,” declares
[KYRIOS, “the one who presents a sacrifice at a
high place, and the one who burns a smoke
offering to his gods.

172 And KYRIOS gave Jehoiakim the king of judah
into his hand and some of of the utensils of the
temple of THEOS, and he brought them to the
land of Shinar to the temple of his gods, and he
brought the utensils to the treasury of his gods.

173 And the thing that the king is asking is too
difficult and there is no one who can reveal it to
the king except the gods whose dwelling is not
with mortals”

174 The king answered Daniel and said, “Truly
your THEOS is the THEOS of theon [gods] and
the KYRIOS of the kings, and he reveals mys-
teries, for you are able to reveal this mystery.”

175 However there are Judean men whom you
have appointed over the affairs of the province
of Babylon - Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego
~ these men, 0 king, pay you no heed and were
not serving your gods, and the statue of gold
that you set up they are not worshiping.”

176 Nebuchadnezzar answered and said to them, “Is
it true, Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego, that
you are not serving my gods, and you are not
worshiping the statue of gold that I have set up?
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And if not, let it be known to you, O king, that we
will not serve your gods, and the statue of gold
that you have set up we will not worship.”

178 They drank the wine and praised the gods of
gold and silver, bronze, iron, wood and stone.

179 And now you have exalted yourself against the
[KYRIOS of heaven, and the vessels of his temple
‘you have brought in before you, and you and your
Tords, your wives and your concubines, have been
drinking wine from them, and you have praised
the gods of silver, gold, bronze, iron, wood, and
stone that do not see and do not hear and do not
know, but the THEOS who holds your life in his
hand and all of your ways come from him, you
have not honored.
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And also their gods with their idols and with the
precious vessels,silver and gold he will take to
Eqypt into captivity, and for years he will leave
the king of the north alone.

“Then the king will do as he pleases, and he will
exalt himself and will consider himself above any
theon [god), and he will speak horrendous things
against the THEOS of the theon, yet he will suc-
ceed until the period of anger s finished, for
what s determined will be done.
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He will not pay respect to the gods of his ances-
tors, or to the darling of women, and not to any
god will he pay respect, for he will consider him-
self great over all gods.

183 And KYRIOS said to me again, “Go, love a woman

184 And youwill take up Sikkuth, your king, and
Kaiwan, your images,the star of your gods which
you made for yourselves.

185 These are those who swear by the guilt of
Samaria and say, By the life of your gods, 0 Dan,
and ‘By the life of the way of Beersheba, they will
fall and they will not rise again.”

186 KYRIOS has commanded concerning you:
“Your name will no longer be sown. Twill cut
off the idols and images from the temple of your
gods; Iwill send you to the grave because you
are worthless”

187  KYRIOS will be awesome against them, for he will
destroy all the gods of the earth and all the lands
of the nations; each in its place will bow down to
him.

188 IESOUS answered them, “Is it not written in your
law, T said, “You are gods” ?
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Ifhe called them ‘gods’ to whom the word of
‘THEOS came - and the Scripture cannot be
broken -

190 .. saying to Aaron, ‘Make us gods who will go on
before us! For this Moses, who led us out from the
land of Egypt - we do not know what has
happened to him!”

191 And when the crowds saw what Paul had
done, they raised their voices in the Lycaonian
language, saying, “The gods have become like
‘men and have come down to us!”

192 .. and you see and hear that not only in Ephesus
but in almost all of Asia this man Paul has per-
suaded and turned away a large crowd by say-
ing that the gods made by hands are not gods.
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For evenif after all there are so-called gods,
whether in heaven or on earth, just as there are
many gods and many lords...
