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ETERNAL SECURITY VS. CONDITIONAL SECURITY

Introduction

We hear people say that it is impossible to lose Salvation - ‘once saved, always saved'. Others conclude that it is possible.

A) People never truly born again (Seed by the way side; see the Parable of the Sower in Matthew 13):

Itis tolosea , meaning someone had been under the impression
to be saved. We know that we actually never had been in the assurance, when there is no perseverance in faith, progress
in sanctification and striving for holiness. Only THEOS can look into our hearts and see if we truly love and follow Him,
and have

B) People truly born again and undergoing sanctification, but struggling when difficulties arise (Seed on rocky ground):

It is even for , to lose their Future Salvation. Does the possibility
of contradict Eternal Security? Not in the least as we see when we analyse the use of the word
'forever’ in the Bible (not the noun which means 'age’, but the adjective which means eternal), which is often used by THEOS
in the context of an eternal promise, but has regularly a temporal outcome. In the same way that THEOS promised an eternal
Temple in Jerusalem (1Kin 9:2-5), but retracted from His promise and left His House for destruction after His people had re-
jected Him, so we have Eternal Security from which THEOS only retracts if we reject him through significant sins we are
aware of, but do not repent of (probably ongoing sin and sin considered by THEOS as significant, such as and specifically

the violation of the 10 commandments). Eternal security is the promise that the SPIRIT dwells eternally in our Temple

(body), but we can clearly shipwreck our salvation.

THEOS is making His judgment based on our entire life, not only by looking at a subjective snapshot of someone's life.
THEOS knows already before our birth if we will or not.
But His perfect love does not restrict our decisions, meaning that the outcome of our Present Salvation (Sanctification)
is in our hands, even though His grace initially drew us into Past Salvation (Re-birth).
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A) Bible verses - appearing to speak against the possibility of losing Salvation.

Message from the first day until now, convinced of this same thing, that the
one who began a good work in you will finish it until the day of CHRISTOS
IESOUS ...

These things I have written to you who believe in the name of the SON of THEOS,

in order that you may know that you have eternal life.
Those who are washed, are principally Or do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the Kingdom of
pre-justified. THEOS? Do not be deceived! Neither sexually immoral people, nor idolaters,

B) Bible verses - being neutral when speaking about the possibility of losing Salvation.

A follower of CHRISTOS can get lost,

but it is His will that we look for the lost
sheep and if possible, bring them back

into the fold.

THEOS is -able- to protect us from

stumbling (the condition is His mercy

combined with our perseverance).

Bible verses that imply the present activity

of a believer.

Bible verses involving the
Subjunctive = Mood of Possibility.

Informative, not pre-
scriptive Bible passages.

In John 17, IESOUS prays specifically
with and for His 11 disciples. It is a
prayer that is very particular, being
essentially the final blessing to His
disciples, just minutes or hours be-
fore His betrayal in the very next
chapter.

We should urgently abstain from
making this passage prescriptive
for us.

Bible verses which give us an
example to imitate (Old Covenant).

The 'golden chain’ of Foreknowledge -
Predestination - Calling - Justification -
Sanctification - Glorification is often seen
as automatism for born-again-believers,
based on the missing awareness of the
differentiation between Past and Present
Tense, even amongst highly regarded
scholars.

Ongoing sin is going to be judged
(probably a reference to condem-
nation!).

.. If a certain man has a hundred sheep, and one of them wanders away,
will he not leave the ninety-nine on the hills and go and look for the one
that wandered away? [...] Thus it is not the will of your FATHER who is in
the Heavens, that one of these little ones should perish [Subjunctive,
Mood of probability].

And we desire each one of you to demonstrate the same diligence for the full
assurance of your hope until the end, in order that you may not be sluggish,
but imitators of those who inherit the promises through faith and patience.

Now to the One who is able to protect you from stumbling and make you to stand
before His glory blameless with exultation, to the only THEOS our SAVIOR,
through IESOUS CHRISTOS our KYRIOS ...

I hold fast my righteousness and will not let it go; my heart does not reproach me
for any of my days.

‘Verily, verily, I say to you - He who is hearing [Present Participle; ongoing
action] my word, and is believing [Present Participle] Him who sent me, hath
life eternal, and to judgment he doth not come, but hath passed out of the death
to the life.

The SPIRIT Himself confirms to our spirit that we are children of THEOS,
and if children, also heirs - heirs of THEOS and fellow heirs with CHRISTOS,
if [+ condition] indeed we suffer together with Him so that we may also be
glorified together with Him.

And just as Moses lifted up the snake in the wilderness, thus it is necessary
that the SON of Man was exhalted, so that everyone believing in Him

[= no one can snatch us out of our FATHER's hand against our own will; but
we are not told that it is impossible to voluntarily leave THEOS' protection].

29 , “Behold, now you are speaking plainly and are telling us no
figurative saying!

[now Paul changes intentionally to Past Tense] because those whom He
foreknew [G4267, proginosko], He also predestined [G4309, proorizo,
predetermine] to be conformed to the image of His SON, so that He should
be [already happened in the past] the firstborn among many brothers.

And those whom He predestined, these He also called, and those whom He
called, these He also justified, and those whom He justified, these He also
glorified [Past Tense = all happened before Paul wrote those lines, but
the principle applies to us, although not as a matter of fact, but as an
example of a hope we are able to inherit, if we follow the example of
successful sanctification Old Testament saints such as Abraham or
Moses have given us].

For if we keep on sinning deliberately after receiving the knowledge of the truth,
there [= not covered anymore by IESOUS'
death], but a certain fearful expectation of judgment and a fury of fire that is
about to consume the adversaries. [...] “KYRIOS will judge His people.”

Statements Only those handed over by the FATHER

No Salvation without Righteousness, no

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E) Bible stories and parables - speaking for the clear possibility of losing a wrongly perceived Salvation.

The death of Ananias

One of the believers of the first hour was cut
off by THEOS and lost his perceived Salvation.

The death of Judas

Even a disciple of IESOUS lost his perceived
Salvation. He didn't lose his relationship with
IESOUS; rather, he never found IESOUS in the
first place.

The Smoking Gun:

Hymenaeus and Alexander fell away.
Probably the clearest example of New Covenant
believers who deviated from their faith. It is crys-
tal-clear that both had faith, but shipwrecked it
by claiming that the Second Coming of CHRISTOS
had already taken place.

The Parable of the Sower

The Parable of the Ten Virgins
confirms that we can wrongly assume to be saved.

+ 10 virgins (=believers, ready to
see the bridegroom who is IESOUS)
+ 10 believers go to a wedding
= the gate to eternal life
+ 5 of them have enough oil
(=HOLY SPIRIT - faith - persistence)
- 5 of them have lamps (belief - religion), but
ran out of oil (diminished faith - lack of works)

Some of them, even though they clearly know
why and where to go, do not have enough faith
and IESOUS does not even open the door.

... Peter said, “Ananias, for what reason has Satan filled your heart, that you
lied to the HOLY SPIRIT and kept back for yourself some of the proceeds of the
piece of land? [...] You have not lied to people, but to THEOS!” And when Ana-
nias heard these words, he fell down and died.

Then when Judas, the one who had betrayed him, saw that he had been
condemned, he regretted what he had done and returned the thirty silver coins

... having faith and a good conscience, which some, because they have rejected
these, have suffered -shipwreck- concerning their faith, among whom are
Hymenaeus and Alexander, whom I have handed over to Satan, in order that
they may be taught not to blaspheme.

... and their message will spread like gangrene, among whom are Hymenaeus
and Philetus, who have deviated concerning the truth by saying the resurrec-
tion has already taken place, and they are upsetting the faith of some.

And that having been sown on rocky spots, this is the one hearing the Message
and immediately receiving it with joy, yet he has no root in himself and en-
dures for a season. Now having come affliction or persecution on account of
the Word, he is immediately being bequiled.

And that having been sown among thorns, this is the one hearing the Message,
but the concern of the age and the delusion of wealth choke the Word, and it
becomes unfruitful.

“Then the kingdom of Heaven may be compared to ten virgins who took their
lamps and went out to meet the bridegroom. Now five of them were foolish and
five were wise. For when the foolish ones took their lamps, they did not take olive
oil with them. But the wise ones took olive oil in flasks with their lamps. [...] ‘Give
us some of your olive oil, because our lamps are going out!’[...] those who were
ready went inside with him to the wedding celebration, and the door was shut.
And later the other virgins came also, saying, ‘KYRIOS, KYRIOS, open the door for
us!” But He answered and said, ‘Truly I say to you, I do not know you!’

“You must be prepared for action and keep your lamps burning. ”

And He [the angel] said to me, “Write: Blessed are those who are
invited to the banquet of the wedding celebration of the LAMB!”

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F) Though often debated, the Bible provides very clear designations for the kings - if ultimately saved or not. Even
the formerly anointed Saul, and the great and formerly very anointed Solomon received ultimate condemnation.

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While both the Greek Old Testament and the Modern Hebrew Old Testament provide a clear designation for the judgment of all 42 kings,
this designation is missing only in one case, precisely in the case of Solomon and only in the Modern Hebrew text.

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The biggest misunderstanding is the missing differentiation between Past-, Present-, and Future-Tense when it comes

to verses describing Salvation, resulting in the concepts of Present Salvation and Future Salvation. An understanding of
these concepts would not only help to instantly eliminate discussions such as the requirement of baptism for entering the
Kingdom, but allow us also to harmonize all those Bible verses that speak against the possibility of losing, and those speak-
ing for the possibility of losing Salvation. There is no other way of harmonizing seemingly contradictory Bible verses.

2. We often wrongly assume that we suddenly have the sufficient measure of 'saving faith’ when we come to CHRISTOS.
Some people receive instantly a great portion of faith according to the grace of THEOS, but the Bible is very clear that
'saving faith' is usually built up gradually (Jud 20; Luk 7:9; Luk 17:5; Act 16:5; Rom 4:20; Rom 12:3-6;; ...) and that our faith
can even shrink back in some seasons of our life. (» see also the word study on 'Faith')

3. We often mix up the words 'Righteousness’ and 'Justification' - both are slightly different topics based on the same root
word. We are declared righteous when we come to CHRISTOS, but will be justified (=made justice) on the final judgment

day. We are already partially justified when we become a believer, but not yet fully - if not there would not be a need to ap-
pear at the judgment seat of CHRISTOS, where the sheep (true believers) and goats (false-, un-believers) will be separated.

We commonly equate belief with faith, and assume that faith and works are separable. But faith without works is dead
(Jam 2:26). Faith without works is simply belief - even the devil believes in THEOS. Works are not a building block added
to faith - works are a component / attestation of faith. The absence of works implies therefore no saving faith and
therefore no preceding / future Salvation. (» see also the word studies on 'Belief’, 'Faith’ and 'Works').
