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Prologue
Many words could be spoken about sexuality and the physical, psychological and emotional effects on our lives. But this 
study will focus on the core issues which all too often lay in imprecise translations and erroneous interpretations. With mini-
mal interpretation, it will systematically lead the reader through the biblical terms, definitions and applications of the respective 
words, what in turn will lead to the best understanding of the biblical concepts and will clear up a lot of confusions when it e.g. 
comes to the differentiation between fornication and adultery, or by even looking deeper into certain words such as 'zânâh' 
(Strong's H2181) and specifying its simultaneous use for adultery, fornication or prostitution, depending on the context.

This study should not only clear up misconceptions, but enable any pastor to preach solid theology on a topic that affects
all of us, in the good and joyful - or all too often in the thorn that it brings to those who struggle in sanctification.

Sex in the Bible is expressed through euphemisms, which are modest expressions of the act of coition.

- A Very Common Misinterpretation -

 'Covetousness' (NT)

While 'pathos' describes sinful lust, 
the following verb 'epithumeō' does 
not specifically describe lust, but 
principally the act of covetousness. 
Mat 5:28 is insufficiently translated 
in most Bible texts, which becomes 
clear when we verify all 16 references 
of the verb 'epithumeō'. 

This also becomes clear by the verse 
of Mat 5:28 itself, because it speaks 
of adultery, which is a concept ex-
clusively related to marriage. This 
verse has no application for a single 
man or woman. But it is regularly 
abused by teachers who -most 
often unknowingly- teach a legal-
istic burden.

Strong's G1937, ΕΠΙΘΥΜΕѠ, epithumeō, 
ep-ee-thoo-meh'-o, From G1909 and G2372; 
to set the heart upon, that is, long for (right-
fully or otherwise): - covet, (deep) desire, 
would fain, lust (after).

But I say to you, that anyone looking after a married woman [G1135 ΓYΝΑΙΚΑ; 
a woman, specifically a wife] so as to desire her [G1937 EPITHUMEO; covet / 
passion / desire for that which is another's, not lust related to singles as 
commonly translated and taught], already committed adultery [not 
fornication as commonly taught] with her in his heart.

Contra-

The Bible does not define if or if not to use contraception (and we should not add to this), but it clearly defines our motives. If our 
motives for contraception are selfish and grounded in a worldly lifestyle, THEOS will despise this and possibly even curse us with 
(temporal) barrenness once we change our minds. But THEOS does rather not judge contraception if we do so with motives not 
grounded in self and rather in necessity.

What was once a command to the first 
humans, should still be an important 
principle for us, no matter if the world 
population increases or decreases, which 
is a matter of THEOS only - not of us.

[Adam & Eve] And THEOS blessed them, saying, “Be fruitful and multiply, 
and fill the waters in the seas, and let the birds multiply on the earth.”

Natural contraception by ejaculating 
outside the woman - against the will 
of THEOS (specifically related to the 
Levirate Marriage described in Deu 25, 
which does probably not apply today).

But Onan knew that the offspring would not be for him, so whenever he went 
in to the wife of his brother he would waste it on the ground so as not to give 
offspring to his brother.

For thousands 
of years, women used small natural sea sponges for contraception by soaking them in acidic solutions, like vinegar or lemon 
juice. Inserted before intercourse, the sponge acted as a physical barrier to absorb semen while the acidic liquid served as a 
rudimentary spermicide to immobilize or kill sperm. But this practise does obviously not affirm the legitimacy of contra-
ception. The prophet Jeremiah was precise about the purpose of marriage, and the use of contraception should therfore 
never occur without previsouly asking THEOS for wisdom about your particular situation.

If we dictate THEOS for years that we know better than Him when 
to have a child, then He could intentionally delay or deny a child. 
This becomes especially apparent if we delayed a child based on 
idols we follow (ideal body, career, vacations et al.) or based on 
a lack of faith for financial provision.

5. Is there any reproductive area of your body that needs healing? 
Then have elders pray for your healing (not deacons, church staff 
or any other members of the church - the Bible says elders / over-
seers / pastors who ought to anoint with oil!)

Many people of our day, including many Christians, have formed the impression that sex is somehow unclean, and should rather 
be avoided and conducted for reproductional purposes only. Yet the biblical picture is very different. Sex is not only part of THEOS' 
original plan (before sin came into the world!) and is to be enjoyed within the setting of marriage. But because it is such intoxica-
ting and beautiful what can easily lead to abuse and perversion, THEOS has set strict boundaries around the most beautiful tool 
for humanity, to keep this act pure and sacred.

Sex is like fire. In the fireplace [marriage] 
it keeps us warm. Outside the fireplace it 
burns down the house.

Drink water from your own cistern and flowing waters from inside your 
own well. Shall your springs be scattered outward? In the streets, shall there 
be streams of water? May they be yours alone, and not for strangers who are 
with you. May your fountain be blessed, and rejoice in the wife of your youth.

Adultery is often wrongly equated with fornication / unchastity, but the Bible draws a clear line between both, with adultery 
having in the Old Covenant constantly led to the condemnation through death, while fornication only led to death in certain 
situations. It is also important to clearly see adultery as a sin which involves a married person. Sex between two unmarried 
persons is -not-covered through the following verses although teachers often mix those concepts!

Clear differentiation between the concept 
of unchastity (your daughters) and 
adultery (your brides).

I do not bring punishment upon 
[1] your daughters when they become unchaste [or: play the whore], nor upon 
[2] your brides, when they commit adultery, for, the men themselves, with un-
chaste women, do seclude themselves, and, with the common women of the 
shrine, do offer sacrifice, - and, a people who will not discern, must be ruined.

Although the KJV translation has some 
imperfections, it is clearly superior in this 
context and is used by this author 
as an exception, for bringing clarity 
regarding the word 'porneia'.

Homo*e*uality is strictly forbidden in 
Scripture, both in the Old and explicitly 
New Covenant.
But THEOS can forgive sexual sins just as He 
forgives other sins, if a person truly repents and 
decides to truly follow IESOUS CHRISTOS.

Christians should not judge, but respect the person 
of an unbeliever, no matter what their background 
or their sexual orientation is. It is important to ex-
plain the consequences of sinful behavior and lead 
people to CHRISTOS.

People of any sexual orientation should be wel-
comed to church, but the timely conversion has 
to be closely observed and ongoing sin within the 
body of CHRISTOS requires our urgent attention 
and active correction. We are speaking here of 
weeks, not of months or years. Repentance 
will rarely come after months or years, and 
an unrepented sinners weakens the church.

And you shall not lie with a male as lying with a woman; that is a detestable 
thing.

Menstruation

A husband should never have sex with 
his wife during her menstruation! In 
the Old Covenant, this even led to the 
condemnation through death and we 
should therefore take this principle 
still very seriously. Sadly, very few 
speak about this topic.

And if a man indeed lies with her and her menstruation occurs on him [by 
accident], then he shall be unclean [OC law, but still an important principle]

Lev
15:24

‘And you must not have sex with a woman to expose her nakedness during her 
menstrual uncleanness.

Lev
18:19

As for a man who lies with a menstruating woman, he exposes her nakedness - 
her source he exposes and she herself reveals her blood’s source - both of them 
shall be cut off from the midst of their people.

Lev
20:18

And if a man is righteous and does justice and righteousness, and on the 
mountains he does not eat and he does not lift up his eyes to the idols of the 
house of Israel, and the wife of his neighbor he does not defile and he does
not approach a woman of menstruation, and he oppresses no one [...] 
then he is righteous, and certainly he will live,” declares KYRIOS.

Eze
18:5-9

They uncover the nakedness of a father among you; they violate a wo-
man unclean of menstruation among you [Expression of a terrible 
sin by comparing it even to incest].

Eze
22:10
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
