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Once we are born again, we leave behind our old sinful nature. But this does not mean that we are free from sexual temptations,
or that we are automatically free from addictions to drugs such as alcohol. But in our new nature, and especially through the guid-
ance of the HOLY SPIRIT and the Bible, we learn how to enjoy sex and alcohol within the biblical limits. Once we learn this, we can
turn something that the world enjoys as addictive and as drugs, into something which can indeed be a blessing.
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WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT

Alcohol is rather meant to be a gift,
but can quickly lead you astray. A
Christian should NEVER be drunk
and should know, but never expe-
rience his limits.

The Bible describes 'too much’
through terms such as 'becoming
drunk’, 'excess / riotous’ (Strong's
G810), 'filling ourselves', 'indulging’,
'staggering’, 'trembling’.

Strong's G3631, OINOC, oinos, A primary word
(or perhaps of Hebrew origin [H3196]); “wine”
(literally or figuratively): - wine.

Strong's H3196, yayin, From an unused root
meaning to effervesce; wine (as fermented);
by implication intoxication: - banqueting,
wine, wine [-bibber].

Strong's H7941 , shékar, From H7937; an intoxicant,
that is, intensely alcoholic liquor: - strong drink, +
drunkard, strong wine.

Strong's H5435, sobe’, From H5433; potation,
concretely (wine), or abstractly (carousal): - drink,
drunken, wine.

Strong's G3632, oinophlugia, An overflow (or
surplus) of wine, that is, vinolency (drunkenness): -
excess of wine.

Strong's H7910, shikkor, From H7937; intoxica-
ted, as a state or a habit: - drunk (-ard, -en, -en
man).

Strong's H7937, shakar, A primitive root; to
become tipsy; in a qualified sense, to satiate
with a stimulating drink or (figuratively) in-
fluence. (Superlative of H8248.): - (be filled
with) drink (@bundantly), (be, make) drunk
(-en), be merry.

Strong's G3178, methé, Apparently a primary
word; an intoxicant, that is, (by implication)
intoxication: - drunkenness.

Strong's G3182 - G3184, methusko, A pro-
longed (transitive) form of G3184; to intoxi-
cate: - be drunk (-en).

Strong's H5433, saba’, A primitive root; to quaff to
satiety, that is, become tipsy: - drunkard, fill self,
Sabean, [wine-] bibber.

Strong's G3630, oinopotés, A tippler: - winebibber.

Strong's G3183, methusos, From G3184; tipsy,
that is, (as noun) a sot: - drunkard.

Alcohol Negative Passages
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A poor man loves mirth, loving wine and oil in abundance; and a trans-
gressor is the abomination of a righteous man.

Do not look at wine when it is red, when it sparkles on the cup, going down
smoothly. In the end, it will bite like a serpent, and it will sting like an adder.
Your eyes will see strange things, and your heart will speak perverse things.
And you will be like him who lies down in the heart of the sea, and like him
who lies down on top of a mast. “They struck me; I was not hurt. They beat
me; I did not know it. When I will awake, I will continue; I will seek it again.”

Wine / Strong Drink

And Noe began to be a husbandman, and he planted a vineyard. And he
drank of the wine, and was drunk, and was naked in his house. And Cham
the father of Chanaan saw the nakedness of his father, and he went out and
told his two brothers outside.

Those
who linger in the evening, wine inflames them. They have lyre and harp,
tambourine and flute and wine at their feasts, but they do not regard the
deeds of KYRIOS, or see the work of His hands.

Wine is a mocker, strong drink a brawler, and any who go astray by it are
not wise.

“Come, let me take wine, and let us carouse with intoxicating drink, and
tomorrow will be like today, very great indeed.”

And do not be drunl with wine (in which is dissipation),

but be filled by the SPIRIT ...
